During the past 25 years, Mr.
Lenderman has enjoved
ranching on a farm in Houston
County that his father and an-
cestors once owned, Mr. Len-
derman improved the land and
enjoyed raising hay and
working with cattle.

Mr. Lenderman was also ac-
tive in two historical associa-
tions in Houston County.
