Anyone who knew Bill
will remember his bear
hugs; a family friend even

nicknamed him “Huggy

Worth, Texas on August 24,
1922 and passed away on
February 27, 2008 in
College Station, Texas.

Bill was preceded in
death by his parents,
William Mack Heolt, Sr. and
Ella Clark Holt, and one
brother and sister-in-law,
Bob Holt and wife, Loyce
Helt.

Bill is survived by his wife
of 24 years, Cecilia Holt; his
daughters, Joyce Payne,
Cathy Bowers and hus-
band, Bill Bowers, and
Jacki Payne; and his broth-
ers, Marvin Holt and wife,
Glenna Holt, and John
David Holt, among other
relatives.
