Ben was born in Darlington, SC.  His family and extended family were of the more privileged 

class.  They owned plantations and slaves.  All this changed with the Civil War.  James P Best, 

Benjamin's father was wounded in the Battle of Morris Island and possibly taken prisoner.  He 

returned home but died soon afterward.  Mary McNeese married the executor of James' will, 

John Thomas.  In the 1870 census for Hill Co, TX, Pct number 5 (Hillsboro), the John W 

Thomas family is shown with the Best children and Thomas children. 

  Benjamin and brother, Simon, are found in the 1880 census for Eastland County, TX.  They are 

single, listed as boarders, and are working with a railroad crew. 

  Mary and John Thomas moved to Limestone County at some time, as did the Bests. 

  The 1910 census for Coke Co, TX shows the Benjamin Best and Julia McLaughlin Best family. 

Benjamin is a farmer.  He may have owned property in Coke County at this time, but some of his 

children are shown in the Hylton School photo.  David N McLaughlin, Julia's father, was then 

living in Nolan County with James, his son, and Benjamin may have had a residence there, also.  

(David Neal McLaughlin was born about 1828 and was about thirty years older than Benjamin 

Best) 

   Benjamin, age 61 is listed on the 1920 census for Precinct 3, Nolan Co, TX.
